GENERAL

The competition shall be played over 18 holes, played in accordance with the Rules
of Golf as approved by R&A Rules Limited and with the Local Rules approved by the
Tournament Director.

MINIMUM NUMBER OF PARTICIPANTS
A minimum of 12 participants per session is required. The competition will not
proceed if the minimum number of participants is not met.

HANDICAP INDEX

Players shall play off their lowest/current Handicap Index as of 1 March 2025. It is the
player’s responsibility to verify the accuracy of his or her handicap index. A player
whose Handicap Index has Excessive Penalty Scores will not be eligible to enter the
competition.

STARTING TIME AND PUNCTUALITY

Players shall start at the time and in the order indicated in the draw. No substitution
of players and changes of starting times shall be permitted after the draw has been
made.

a) Golfers shall report to the starters at least 10 minutes before their tee-off.

b) If a golfer arrives at his starting point, ready to play, within 5 minutes of his starting
time, 2 strokes penalty will be added to his or her first hole.

c) Penalty for being late beyond 5 minutes after her starting time is Disqualification.

Non-return scores are subject to Penalty score applied in the CHS.
